Living our core values is the collective responsibility of everyone who is a member or wishes to become a member of BRFC.

Any members who do not uphold these values render themselves liable to club disciplinary action which could result in their membership being revoked, their permission to hold office in the club being withdrawn, and/or their being banned from attending the club’s premises.
